• Non-freshmen Transcript Policy Change 

o Beginning May 1st students who submit an application by our stated deadline will 

be eligible to upload unofficial college transcripts through their Admissions Portal 

o Official transcripts will be due prior to orientation. Students will not be able to 

register for courses until we have received their official transcripts.
