* Students live together as a cohort in the historic Capitol Hill
neighborhood

* Cost is currently $5,900 per student
* 5200 - refundable security deposit

* S300 - application fee
e S5,400 - rent

* Price includes utilities, cable TV, internet, basic kitchen supplies (unit Is
furnished)

*Students may use overage aid/scholarship funds to pay for Housing; payment plans
must be set-up directly with WISH.
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Eligibility

The South Carolina Washington Semester Program is open to

undergraduate students attending a participating South Carolina
college or university.

* All majors welcome.
* Preference may be given to students with minimum 3.5 GPA

* Preference may be given to college juniors or seniors (sophomores
will be considered).

* Must good standing at their college/university.

*Non-USC students will be required to enroll at USC-Columbia as a non-degree
seeking student and pay USC tuition/fees

Preference may be given to students with a minimum 3.5 GPA

* Personal Statement (approx. 500 words)

to your personal, academic and professional goals.

* Resume
