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The purpose of this session is to activate the audience to think differently about
how to approach work in the future and avoid the mistakes that are a cautionary

tale specific to reproductive health, rights,

and justice.
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Dr. Monica McLemore is a tenured professor in the
Child, Family, and Population Health Department at the
University of Washington. Dr. McLemore retired from

clinical work in 2019; however, currently provides flu and
COVID19 vaccines. Her research is focused on
reproductive justice. Her peer reviewed articles, OpEds
and commentaries have been cited in six amicus briefs to
the Supreme Court of the United States and three
NASEM reports. She became Editor in Chief of Health
Equity in 2022.
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
